Our biggest accomplishments last school year were all-round students’ academic growth and the
acquisition of accreditation. Sacred Heart Catholic Academy has achieved a “highly regarded
accreditation that is recognized throughout the world. This action was conferred by the Cognia Global
Commission on June 27, 2024.” As part of our efforts to satisfy our continuous improvement plan, we will
be piloting at least two programs — Robotics and Gifted and Talented.

Teachers have
started to return in preparation for our students. School resumes on Wednesday, September 4th, 2024.
Instruction for grades K-8 starts promptly at 8:00 and ends with an early dismissal at 12:30 p.m. Grades
3K and 4K will resume on the same day with orientation for families and students. Orientation starts at
9:00 a.m.
